SPANC Project 
The SPANC (Study of the Prevention of Anal Cancer) project began recruitment last week to study 
anal cancer in gay men.  The introduction of the Pap smear in women in the 1960ôs led to a massive 
reduction in cervical cancer.  Is it possible that anal Pap tests for gay men might reduce anal cancer 
in a similar way?  SPANC aims to answer this question.   
 
Gay men are over 20 times more likely than others to develop anal cancer. This study will provide 
important information to guide the possible future introduction of anal cancer screening programs for 
gay men. It is a study of anal human papillomavirus (HPV) infection and related anal disease in gay 
men. There are more than 100 types of HPV. Some types cause genital warts and other types cause 
more than 90% of anal cancer.

(Media Release from WayOut)

Suicide prevention group WayOut is celebrating tonight after the Victorian Civil and Administrative 
Tribunal ruled in their favour in their discrimination complaint against a business run by the Christian 
Brethren church.  
 
The complaint arose from a 2007 incident in which the group claims it was barred from hiring the 
Brethrenôs commercial campground at the Philip Island Adventure Resort because of the Brethrenôs 
stance on homosexuality. 
 
WayOut, which works with young same-sex attracted people from around regional Victoria had been 
hoping to hire the campground to be the site of a workshop giving young people the tools to fight 
homophobia. 
 
ñIt was always a bitter irony that the first step in our attempt to show young people that they can fight 
homophobia in their home towns was met with homophobia itself,ò says Sue Hackney, of WayOut, 
ñbut these findings will go a long to way to showing our young people that homophobia is not 
accepted by the broader community and that there are systems in place to protect their rights.ò 
 
The findings came down after nearly three years of initial legal proceedings. A central issue within the 
case focused on whether a religious groupôs right to discriminate against members of the general 
public extends to businesses they own but are not connected to the practice of their faith. 
 
ñThese findings make it clear that being owned by a religious group does not give a business the right 
to do whatever they want. Thatôs good news for equality and not just for our young people, but for 
every business out there whoôs been doing the right thing all along," says Hackney.   
 
ñSadly, this case is one of many that will need to be argued before we can truly say we enjoy equality 
in this state but Iôm hoping that the dedication and conviction our young people have displayed over 
the last three years will inspire others to keep this momentum.ò 
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ñAlthough we have won this case, there is still a major problem in our human rights laws and the way 
they allow individuals and groups to rely on religious beliefs to avoid the legal obligations that 
everyone else has to abide by.  There is an urgent need for the government to take action on this if 
Victoria is going to be a state that offers all citizen equal protection under the law.ò

Sexual Health 
 
Saying No 
Much has been written on saying ñNoò; especially ñNo means Noò; but for gay men ñNoò does not 
always mean ñNoò; it can be an unqualified yes; a hesitant maybe or it can (and should) be a definitive 
ñNoò. In some cultural communities saying ñNoò has additional complications.  

Confusing? It can be, and in sexual settings this confusion can lead to broken relationships or 
infection with an STI such as HIV. Are gay men different when we use ñNoò? The desire to please and 
to be pleasured sees us pushing the envelope and finding new ways of defining pleasure and / or 
using language. The difficulty is often in what is unsaid as much as in what is said and it can be 
complicated by our willingness to listen. 

ñNoò at times of high excitement can be a bit like Michael Jacksons óbadô, it is the direct opposite of 
what is said. Itôs short for ñNo! ...the thing Iôm experiencing is so great I canôt believe itôs realò. No can 
also be quieter, itôs a hesitancy that says óNo... Iôm not sure about this lets try things slowly and see 
how it goes. If I like it I might change my mind and say yesò. 

It can (and should) be a defiant and non ambiguous ñNoò; as in the longer sentence ñNo thank youò. 
Another area of confusion is the power imbalance, often generated from cultural understandings of 
respect and meaning attached to the word no, which can be seen as negative and therefore 
challenging those we see as being in authority over us. If you or a partner is from parts of Asia ñYesò 
is the preferred response to anyone in authority. 

Yes may be a respectful ñNoò and the person saying it may leave unstated the ñbutò as in ñYes, but...ò 
Equally if they perceive the correct response to be no, such as in answering the question ñDo I look 
big in this shirt?ò the answer ñNoò can come unbidden form their moths as an avoidance strategy or so 
they can be seen in a better light.

This is the communication dilemma and it, like sex, should not rely on one partner to get it right. 
Communication (like sex) is a relationship between two people and both partners need to take 
responsibility for what is said and understood. Next time you find no being used in conversation ask 
yourself if the recipient heard the correct answer. Spend some time to ensure that ñNoò did in fact 
mean ñNoò and that both parties are happy with the outcome. 

This simple check on the conversational response will ensure that your relationship of the moment 
survives and that nothing else is transacted accidently (like herpes). If possible try to phrase your 
conversation as open questions that can be expanded on and where monosyllabic answers will not 
suffice. Never assume ..and have fun.

MoB celebrates Awards win  

Museum of Brisbane has again taken the top honour 
at the 2010 Gallery & Museum Achievement Awards 
(GAMAA) for their major social history exhibition 
Prejudice & Pride: Recognising the contribution of 
the Lesbian, Gay, Bisexual and Transgender (LGBT) 
communities to Brisbane.  

Presented at the GAMAA Awards on Friday 15 
October, this prestigious industry award that is highly 
regarded by the museum and gallery sector, the 
GAMMA Award acknowledges Museum of Brisbane 
as being at the forefront of international museum 

practice. The judges citation payed tribute to Museum of Brisbaneôs courage and innovation for their 
sensitive exploration of the LGBT community ï considered to be an Australian museum first. The 
Award also acknowledged the extensive training undertaken by MoB staff to work with the LGBT 
community with care and compassion. 

Museum of Brisbane Director, Peter Denham accepted the Award on behalf of not only Council and 
MoB but the wider LGBT community. More than 300 people shared their personal stories, 
photographs and memorabilia for the exhibition which took more than 3 years to research and create. 
Mr Denham said that the receiving the Award also furthered the aim of the exhibition; to provide a 
platform to for greater understanding and acceptance of the LGBT community and the message that 
homophobia is not acceptable. 

MoB has been previously been the recipient of a GAMAA Award for its exhibition Remembering 
Goodna: Stories of from a Queensland Mental Hospital in 2008.
